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Artigo 1. Propésito e contexto

A UDC abre o periodo para solicitar as bolsas destinadas a estudantes entrantes das
universidades da alianza EMERGE a UDC (ano académico 2026-2027). O propdsito
destas axudas € apoiar o estudantado de EMERGE que desexe realizar parte dos seus
estudos na UDC, fomentando asi o intercambio cultural, a diversidade e a colaboracion
académica.

Mellorar a mobilidade xoga un papel crucial para acadar un dos obxectivos de EMERGE:
conectar as marxes. O obxectivo principal de EMERGE é promover unha experiencia
de mobilidade mais inclusiva co fin de garantir que estudantes de diferentes orixes, con
habilidades variadas e menos oportunidades, tefian a posibilidade de mergullarse en
novas culturas e perspectivas, e obter beneficios valiosos dunha experiencia
internacional. Neste contexto, a concesidon de bolsas identificase como unha das
ferramentas mais importantes para facilitar esa mobilidade a aquel estudantado con
recursos financeiros limitados.

Buscar financiamento adicional para programas de mobilidade de partes interesadas
externas é unha das tarefas incluidas no obxectivo EMERGE centrado na mellora da
mobilidade. A UDC identificou o Banco Santander como un posible financiador, xa que
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0 apoio & educacion superior € unha pedra angular da sua politica de banca
responsable. Para iso, a UDC alcanzou un acordo institucional con esta entidade para
mellorar a sua proxeccion internacional cun programa especifico de apoio econémico
para as mobilidades dos socios de EMERGE & UDC.

Artigo 2. Socios de EMERGE, numero de bolsas e financiamento
dispoiiibles

1. Esta convocatoria inclie un total de 5 bolsas (7.500 €) para estudantes das
instituciéns da Alianza EMERGE que soliciten unha mobilidade na Universidade da
Coruna durante o curso académico 2026-2027.

Artigo 3. Condiciéns xerais

1. A convocatoria esta aberta a todas as disciplinas. As persoas solicitantes deben
comprobar que a sua solicitude coincida coa oferta para a que a UDC asinou un acordo
de mobilidade coa universidade de orixe.

2. A axuda de mobilidade consiste nun pagamento unico de 1.500 € como contribucion
aos custos de mobilidade e estadia para estudar na UDC (viaxes, aloxamento, seguro,
gastos de manutencion, etc.). Aaxuda de mobilidade s6 se pagara unha vez que comece
a estadia.

3. Cada estudante s6 pode recibir unha axuda. O periodo de mobilidade debe durar polo
menos un semestre. Na asignacion das bolsas priorizarase o estudantado elixido para
unha mobilidade anual. De non se cubriren as bolsas, poderase considerar a opcién das
mobilidades semestrais.

4. Esta subvencion é compatible cos fondos Erasmus+ KA-131 e outros fondos
similares.

Artigo 4. Requisitos de elixibilidade

Para seren admitidas no proceso de seleccién, as persoas solicitantes deben cumprir
0s seguintes requisitos:

a) Estar matriculada nun grao dalgunha das institucions de orixe da Alianza EMERGE
no momento da solicitude e durante a mobilidade.

b) Ter completado un numero de ECTS equivalente a un curso académico.

c¢) Ter sido aceptada para un intercambio na UDC baixo o programa Erasmus+ para o
curso académico 2026-2027. O periodo de mobilidade debera iniciarse no 1° semestre
do curso 2026-2027.

d) Ter polo menos un nivel B2 certificado na lingua en que se realizaran as actividades
de mobilidade previstas (inglés/espariol).
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e) Rexistrarse na plataforma de Santander entre o 1 de abril e 0 15 de setembro de

2026.

f) Presentar todos os documentos requiridos a través da plataforma da UDC antes do
31 de maio de 2026.

Artigo 5. Calendario e proceso de solicitude

Artigo 6. Criterios de avaliacion e seleccion
1. As bolsas outorgaranse de forma competitiva.

2. As candidaturas avaliaranse segundo o seu rendemento académico e o grao de
necesidade econdémica:

a) Puntuacién académica: baseada na media de notas do ano académico anterior.

b) Menos oportunidades: estudantes con necesidades educativas especiais ou unha
discapacidade igual ou superior ao 33%. A UDC debe contar cunha certificacion oficial
destas categorias de inclusién.

3. A puntuacion académica e a pertenza ao colectivo de menos oportunidades poden
ser ponderados pola institucion de orixe segundo o seu propio criterio. Estas tamén
poden incluir requisitos adicionais no proceso de seleccién.
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4. A seleccion farase na institucién de orixe. Todas as listaxes, convocatorias de
solicitudes e reclamacions seran xestionadas pola institucion de orixe, e cumpriran coa
sUa normativa e calendarios, respectando os prazos e as normas desta convocatoria.

Artigo 7. Pagamento das bolsas

1. O 100% da bolsa pagarase coa chegada do/a estudante 4 UDC e a inscricion na ORI-
UDC, tras a aceptacion da bolsa a través da plataforma Santander.

2. Ao chegar, o/a estudante abrira unha conta Santander en Espafia, onde a bolsa sera
depositada mediante unha transferencia bancaria.

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Article 1. Purpose and context

UDC is pleased to announce the start of the application period for grants for incoming
students from EMERGE alliance universities to UDC (2026/2027 academic year). The
purpose of these grants is to support EMERGE students who wish to undertake part of
their studies at UDC, thereby fostering cultural exchange, diversity and academic
collaboration.

Enhancing mobility plays a crucial role in achieving one of EMERGE's objectives:
connecting the margins. EMERGE’s main objective is to promote a more inclusive
mobility experience, ensuring that students from diverse backgrounds, with varying skills
and fewer opportunities, have the chance to immerse themselves in new cultures and
perspectives, and to gain valuable experience from an international experience. In this
context, the provision of grants is identified as one of the most important ways of
facilitating mobility for students with limited financial resources.

Seeking additional funding for mobility programmes from external stakeholders is one of
the tasks included in the EMERGE objective of enhancing mobility. UDC has identified
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Banco Santander as a potential stakeholder, as supporting higher education forms a key
part of its Responsible Banking policy. UDC has therefore reached an institutional
agreement with Santander to enhance its international profile, providing specific
economic support for mobility programmes from EMERGE partners to UDC.

Article 2. EMERGE partners, number of available grants and funding

1. This call includes a total of 5 grants (€7,500 each) for students from the EMERGE
Alliance institutions who apply for a mobility to the University of A Corufia during the
2026/27 academic year.

2. Funding reference: 0402250005-422D-48000.

Article 3. General conditions

1. The call is open to all disciplines. Applicants must ensure that their application matches
a mobility agreement signed by the UDC with their home University.

2. The mobility grant consists of a one-off payment of €1,500 to contribute towards the
costs of studying at the UDC (e.g. travel, accommodation, insurance and living
expenses). The mobility will only be paid once the stay has begun.

3. Each student can only receive one grant. The mobility period must be at least for one
semester. When allocating the grants, priority will be given to students nominated for
annual mobility. If these grants are not filled, they may be offered to students participating
in semester-long mobility programmes

4. This grant is compatible with Erasmus+ KA131 funds and other similar funding
sources.

Article 4. Eligibility requirements

In order to be admitted to the selection process, applicants must meet the following
requirements:

a) Be enrolled in a bachelor’s degree at one of the EMERGE Alliance institutions that
sent them at the time of application and during the mobility.

b) Have fulfilled a number of ECTS credits equivalent to one academic year.

c) Be accepted onto a mobility exchange programme at UDC under the Erasmus+
programme for the 2026-2027 academic year. The mobility period must begin in the first
semester of the 2026/27 academic year.

d) Have at least a certified B2 level in the language in which the planned mobility activities
will be conducted (English or Spanish).

e) Register on the Santander platform between 1 April and 15 September 2026.
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f) Submit all the required documents through the UDC platform before 31 May, 2026.

Article 5. Timeline and application process

Mobilities must be carried out during the academic period of 2026/27, as defined by the
academic calendar of the University of A Corufia. All mobilities must conclude by 30
September 2027.

Article 6. Evaluation criteria and selection
1. Scholarships will be awarded on a competitive basis.

2. Candidates will be prioritised based on their academic performance and level of
financial need:

a) Academic score: based on the grade point average of the previous academic year.

b) Students from disadvantaged backgrounds, including those with special educational
support needs or a disability of at least 33 per cent. Official certification of these inclusion
categories must be provided to UDC.

3. The academic score and disadvantaged background may be weighted at the
discretion of the sending institution. Home universities may also include additional
requirements in the selection process.

4. Selection will be conducted by the sending institution. All lists, calls for applications
and complaints will be handled by the sending institution in accordance with its own
regulations and calendars, and in compliance with the deadlines and rules of this call.
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Article 7. Grant payment

1. The full grant amount will be paid upon the student's arrival at UDC and registration at
the International Relations Office (IRO) after the acceptance of the grant via Santander
platform.

2. Upon arrival, the student will open a Santander account in Spain, to whic the grant will
be transferred. To encourage financial inclusion, Banco Santander offers a free account
as part of its commercial services.

Article 8. Obligations of the beneficiary

1. Carry out the mobility according to the study proposal and agreed dates during the
2026/2027 academic year.

2. Complete the required procedures and provide the necessary documents in
accordance with the Erasmus+ Programme before, during and after the mobility period,
complying with the deadlines established by UDC and the home university.

3. To fulfil all other obligations inherent to the Erasmus+ Programme and the internal
regulations of the home university and UDC.

4. If a student does not comply with the above obligations, they will have to refund the
total amount of the grant to UDC.

Article 9. Data Protection

1. In compliance with Article 13 of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to
the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data (General Data
Protection Regulation (GDPR)), and Article 11 of Organic Law 3/2018 of 5 December on
the Protection of Personal Data and Guarantee of Digital Rights (Ley Organica de
Proteccion de Datos Personales y Garantia de los Derechos Digitales (LOPD)), we
inform you that the data provided when applying for this position via the website will be
processed under the responsibility of Banco Santander and the University of A Corufia
(UDC: Rua Mestranza, 9, 15001, La Corufa, Spain, telephone +34 981 167 000, email:
