Os cursos MOOC, de acordo coas suas siglas en inglés, massive online open courses,
son cursos baseados nos principios de gratuidade, masividade e ubicuidade e posuen
unha estrutura orientada a auto/coaprendizaxe do alumnado, con materiais didacticos e
estratexias de avaliacidn caracteristicos, asi como un numero ilimitado de participantes
con acceso libre e gratuito a eses materiais.

Desta maneira, os MOOC constitien unha clara oportunidade para as institucions
universitarias publicas de contribuiren ao cofiecemento libre, aberto e accesible a toda a
sociedade.

O Centro Universitario de Formacion e Innovacion Educativa (en diante, CUFIE) da
Universidade da Corufia (en adiante, UDC) ofrece formacion en modalidade MOOC desde
o ano 2017. Nun primeiro momento, a través da plataforma MiriadaX, onde se
desenvolveron 6 cursos en 13 edicidns diferentes. E a partir do ano 2023, a través da sua
propia plataforma de cursos MOOC, denominada UDC Aberta' e baseada en Moodle.

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IV Call for innovation projects for the development of MOOC at the University of
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PREAMBLE

MOOC courses (Massive Online Open Courses) are courses based on the principles of
accessibility, mass participation and widespread availability. They are structured and
oriented towards self-directed and collaborative learning among students, with
characteristic teaching materials and assessment strategies, as well as an unlimited
number of participants with free and open access to those materials.

In this way, MOOC constitute a clear opportunity for public university institutions to
contribute to free, open, and accessible knowledge society as a whole.

The University Center for Training and Educational Innovation (hereinafter, CUFIE) at the
University of A Corufa (hereinafter, UDC) has been providing MOOC-based training since
2017. Initially, through MiriadaX platform, where 6 courses were developed across 13
different editions, and since 2023 through its own MOOC course platform, called UDC
Aberta'! and based on Moodle.

CHAPTER I. General regulations

Article 1. Purpose of the call

1) The Vice-Rectorate for Degree Programmes and Internationalization (hereinafter, VTI)
is promoting this call with the purpose of fostering innovation projects for the
development of MOOC at the UDC.

2) The priority objectives of this call are the following:

a) To promote the design, production, and publication of educational content on topics
of interest to the UDC university community and to society in general.

b) To project the UDC internationally and increase the visibility of its academic
offerings.

c) To attract new students, especially for those newly implemented degrees within the
UDC'’s range of titles.

d) To transfer knowledge to society.

CHAPTER Il. Recipients
Article 2. Composition of teaching teams

1) Number of members: minimum 3 persons and a maximum of 6 persons, unless the
need for more people on the team is adequately justified.

2) Coordination: a member of the teaching and research staff (hereinafter, PDI)
permanently affiliated to the UDC. In addition, UDC assistant professors may also
perform this role.

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3) Teaching staff members:
a) Teaching and research staff of the UDC.
b) Emeritus and honorary faculty of the UDC.

c) Doctoral students of the UDC, provided that the connection between the research
training activity and the MOOC proposal is duly justified.

d) Technical, management, and administrative and services staff (hereinafter, PTXAS)
of the UDC.

e) Staff from other national or international universities.

f) Staff from other non-university educational institutions, national or international.

CHAPTER Illl. Characteristics, structure and thematic areas of MOOC courses
Article 3. Course features

1) Duration: minimum 3 weeks.

2) Recommended student workload: 10 to 25 hours.

3) Tutoring: depending on the availability of the teaching staff and the type of course, one
may choose to design the course as self-training (unattended) or as tutored course
(with attention to forums and inquiries by one or several members of the teaching staff)

4) Languages: courses may be conducted in Spanish, Galician, or English.
Article 4. Course structure

1) The courses are structured into modules. For example, a 10-hour dedication course
could be structured into 3 modules of 3 hours of dedication each and a final 1-hour
module intended for formative assessment and final assessment activities.

2) All courses must include an introductory module containing:
a) A MOOC introduction video, no longer than 3-4 minutes.
b) A course syllabus.
c) Optionally, a student discussion forum.
3) Each training module will include, at a minimum, the following elements:
a) Subtitled audiovisual material.

b) Theoretical and practical support materials: each module must include up-to-date
documentation that supports the audiovisual content, including external links related
readings, etc. The materials developed must comply with accessibility criteria.

c) Self-assessment activities that allow students to track their learning progress
without affecting their final grade.

4) The final module will be devoted to a final assessment questionnaire and the course
evaluation survey.
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Article 5. Thematic areas

1) The topics must be original, current, and of interest to a wide range of recipients. Efforts
will be made to boost the internationalization and projection of the teaching and
research excellence of UDC in alignment with the 2022-2026 strategic plan?.

2) Two main typologies are established for which participants can apply:
a) Open-topic MOOC

i) Open topic as long as it is original (not covered in previous UDC MOOC) and of
justified interest for the group it is intended for.

i) Language to be chosen among Galician, Spanish, and English.
b) MOOC on strategic themes of the Emerge Alliance?

i) Intended to train the university community of the universities in the Emerge
Alliance.

ii) Thematic lines related to community engagement (Service-Learning, challenge-
based learning, and educational inclusion), interculturality, and language
teaching-learning (Collaborative Online International Learning (COIL), language
tasters, languages courses for incoming students or staff, etc.)

i) They may be in English or bilingual in English and Spanish/Galician.

CHAPTER IV. Application submission procedure
Article 6. Deadline for submitting applications

Proposals may be submitted from the day following the publication of this call on the UDC
electronic office until day 15" of June of 2026.

Article 7. Application submission location

Exclusively through the electronic register of the UDC electronic office*. In the electronic
register form, in the “intended for” field, “services” and “CUFIE” must be selected. Any
documentation delivered by other means will not be accepted unless it has been previously
authorized by CUFIE.

Article 8. Method for submitting applications

1) The application will be submitted by a person from the teaching staff who belongs to
the UDC.

2) The applicant will have the obligation to:

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a) Inform the rest of the teaching staff of the project about what is established in this
call.

b) Compile and safeguard the consents for the collection and processing of the
personal data of the staff members. This documentation may be requested at any
time once the application submission period has ended.

Article 9. Documents to be included with the application

1) The application template must be Annex |, available for download on the CUFIE®
website. Failure to comply with this template will result in the application being
excluded.

2) This Annex | must be properly completed and electronically signed. The identification
data of all personnel participating in the project must be specified correctly and
completely, as this information will be used in the credential documents

3) The application must include a link to a single shared folder on UDC’s OneDrive or
SharePoint, with read and download permissions, accessible to all UDC personnel for
one year (or the maximum allowed by the platform) that contains the supporting
documentation not publicly available on the internet. Once the final list of evaluated
applications is published, this link may be deactivated.

4) The submission of Annex | implies that all members of the project’s teaching staff
accept the express consent for the processing of their personal data as established in
this call.

CHAPTER V. Administrative review, evaluation and resolution
Article 10. Provisional administrative resolution of applications

1) CUFIE will conduct administrative review of all applications received to ensure they
meet the requirements set forth in this call for applications.

2) Provisional list. CUFIE will publish, on the UDC electronic office, the provisional list of
applications admitted for evaluation, as well as those excluded along with the
corresponding reason for exclusion.

3) Appeals of the provisional list of applications admitted for evaluation: An appeal against
the provisional list may be filed with the head of CUFIE within a period of ten working
days, starting from the day following the publication of the provisional list. Such appeal
must be submitted exclusively through the same channel used for the application.

Article 11. Definitive administrative resolution of applications

CUFIE will review all received claims, if applicable, and will publish, on the UDC'’s
electronic office, the definitive list of applications admitted for evaluation, as well as those
excluded along with the corresponding cause.

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Article 12. MOOC Advisory Committee (CAM)

1) The evaluation of proposals will be carried out by the MOOC Advisory Committee
(hereinafter, CAM), which will consist of the following members:

a) Chair: the person in charge of the CUFIE management.

b) Secretary: a person from the CUFIE E-Learning Unit.

c) Members:
i) The person who coordinates the CUFIE E-Learning Unit.
ii) A member of the CUFIE Training and Advisory Unit.

iii) At least one member of the UDC PDI (Teaching and Research Staff) who has
participated in a UDC MOOC course and who has not submitted any proposal
in the current call. This person will be appointed by the VTI upon the
recommendation of the CUFIE administration.

2) The composition of the commission will be published on the UDC electronic office.
Should any cause arise that prevents any of the appointed persons from participating,
the VTl may appoint a substitute.

Article 13. Evaluation criteria

The MOOC Advisory Committee will evaluate the submitted projects according to the
following criteria. Each criterion will be scored on a scale of 0 to 10 points weighted
according to the specified percentage.

1) Criterion 1 (25%). Suitability of the proposal for the MOOC format defined in the call for
applications: appropriate structure, adapted materials, and appropriate methodology.

2) Criterion 2 (25%). Alignment with the UDC 2022-2026 Strategic Plan, the UDC
Internationalization Strategy, or the Emerge Alliance:

a) Teaching and learning
i) DOC_OE1: Promote the recruitment and retention of talent.

i) DOC_OE2: Promote and strengthen the quality of teaching and learning
processes.

i) DOC_OE3: Develop an innovative educational program that addresses the
demands and social challenges of our community.

iv) DOC_OE4: Strengthen training focused on job placement and promote
entrepreneurship among graduates.

b) Internationalization

i) INT_OE1: Attract and retain international talent and foster an international
university environment.
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i) INT_OES: Increase opportunities to improve foreign language skills across the
entire university community.

i) INT_OE4: Strengthen the UDC’s international profile and presence.
3) Criterion 3 (15%). An original topic not covered in previously offered MOOC.

4) Criterion 4 (15%). The teaching staff's experience in similar educational initiatives:
online courses, MOOC, etc.

5) Criterion 5 (10%). Teaching or professional experience related to the proposed subject
areas.

a) In the case of teaching and research staff, membership in a teaching innovation
group (hereinafter, GID) working on these subject areas will be evaluated.

b) In the case of the thematic areas for the Emerge alliance, proficiency in the English
language will be evaluated.

6) Criterion 6 (10%). Experience and/or training in the creation of audiovisual resources
and teaching materials for the virtual environment.

7) The following table summarizes the criteria and their weighting.

Adequacy of the proposal with the MOOC format. 25%
Alignment with the UDC’s strategic plan and the UDC’s 25%
internationalization strategy or with the Emerge
alliance.

An original topic that has not been covered in previously 15%
offered MOOC.

The teaching staff's experience in similar training 15%
initiatives: online courses, MOOC, etc.

Experience in the subject area of the proposal. 10%
Membership in a GID. Proficiency in English (in the

case of the Emerge alliance).

Experience and/or training in the creation of audiovisual 10%
resources and teaching materials for the virtual
environment.

Article 14. Temporary resolution

1) Once the administrative review of the submitted applications has been completed, the
CAM will proceed with their assessment and evaluation, on a scale of 0 to 10 points, in
accordance with the criteria established in this call for applications.

2) The provisional list of evaluated projects will be published on the UDC’s electronic
office. The 10 projects that achieve the highest score will be awarded, with the rest
remaining on the waiting list in order of score. Proposals on the waiting list may be
developed according to the availability of the CUFIE technical team until a new call is
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published or until the Vice-rectorate so decides. Likewise, the waiting list may be used
in the event of resignations or failure to comply obligations by the initially awarded
projects.

3) An appeal against this list may be filed, with the person presiding over the CAM, within
ten working days, starting from the day following the publication of the provisional list.
Said appeal must be submitted exclusively through the electronic register of the UDC
electronic office. In the electronic register form, in the “destined for” field, “services” and
“CUFIE” must be selected.

Article 15. Final resolution

1) Once the period for claims against the provisional list has ended, the CAM will review
all received claims and the definitive list will be published on the UDC electronic office.

2) An administrative appeal may be filed against this definitive list before the VTI within
one month, starting from the day following the date of publication.

CHAPTER VI. Recognition and licenses and rights of use and authorship

Article 16. Recognition

1) Once the courses have been developed, CUFIE will automatically issue the teaching
staff a document certifying their participation in both the creation of open educational
content, and if applicable, the facilitation of the course.

2) CUFIE will manage the publication of the materials as open educational resources
(hereinafter, OER) in the institutional repository (hereinafter, RUC) of the UDC.

3) For UDC teaching staff, participation in a MOOC course may be valued in the call for
the evaluation and recognition of teaching innovation groups (hereinafter, GID) and in
the Docentia program.

Article 17. Licenses and rights of use and authorship

1) Submission of a proposal in response to this call for proposals implies full acceptance
of the terms and conditions listed below:

2) Regarding the content developed by the teaching staff:

a) “Content” refers to all data, information, intellectual creations, or materials in any
format (text, photography, audio, video, etc.) that the teaching staff wishes to
incorporate into the course.

b) Given the open nature of this type of course, all educational materials resulting from
this call for proposals must be published under a Creative Commons license.

c) All content must be made available free of charge on the UDC Open platform and
in the UDC’s institutional repositories.
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d) The teaching staff authorizes the UDC to disseminate, reproduce, and publicly
communicate the content incorporated into the online course, without restrictions or
time limits.

e) The teaching staff guarantees:

i) that they are the legitimate owner of the content or have sufficient rights for its
disclosure, reproduction, or publication;

ii) that the publication of the content does not violate applicable law, nor the rights
of publicity, intellectual or industrial property, nor any other right of another
person; and

iii) that it has prior written consent from the individuals whose images and other
personal data are disclosed in the course.

f) The teaching staff is responsible to the UDC for the authorship and originality of the
content submitted and for the lawful exercise of the exploitation rights they grant,
and hereby declares that they have not entered into, nor will they enter into, any
commitments or encumbrances of any kind that would infringe upon the rights of
the UDC or third parties.

3) Regarding audiovisual content recorded and produced by the UDC

a) The teaching staff is obligated to follow the UDC's protocol for recording audiovisual
content for online courses (scriptwriting, maximum video length, etc.).

b) The teaching staff authorizes the UDC to record their image and voice in whole or
in part for dissemination as course content or for its promotion.

c) The teaching staff authorizes the UDC to edit the recordings made, as well as all
content provided, for dissemination in the online course, without restrictions or time
limits.

d) Members of the teaching staff may use the course content for teaching purposes
within official or own-branded UDC degree programs. For any other use, they must
request express permission from the VTI.

4) With regard to the instructional design of the courses, the teaching staff agrees to
collaborate with the UDC’s E-Learning Unit; or with the individuals to whom it delegates,
to incorporate into its course proposal as many adaptations as necessary so that it
meets the quality and design standards required by the UDC and satisfies the technical
requirements of the target technology platform or those arising from the need to
accommodate user diversity.

5) With regard to deadlines, the teaching staff agrees to meet the agreed-upon deadlines
for both the design phase and the delivery of the course on the platform. If the deadlines
for delivering the MOOC within the timeframe of the call for proposals under which it
was approved are not met, the course may be canceled.

6) UDC's Commitments. For its part, the UDC is obligated to:
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a) Provide teaching staff with the necessary resources, to the best of its ability, for the
development and production of content.

b) Review and propose all necessary changes to the training material to the teaching
staff so that it conforms to the UDC's online training quality standards.

c) Provide support for the upload of materials to the virtual platform and the UDC's
institutional repositories.

d) Manage the upload of audiovisual content to the UDC's video channel.
e) Promote the courses in order to obtain the highest possible number of enroliments.
f) Manage technical issues related to the virtual platform.

g) Process the documentation for the accreditation of the teaching staff's work once
the content has been validated.

CHAPTER VII. Protection of personal data and guarantee of digital rights

Article 18. Processing of personal data, duty of confidentiality, and exercise of
rights

1) In accordance with Article 13 of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of April 27, 2016, on the protection of natural persons with regard to
the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data (General Data
Protection Regulation or RXPD), and Article 11 of Organic Law 3/2018 of December 5
on the protection of personal data and the guarantee of digital rights (LOPD), we hereby
inform you that the data you provide by applying to this call will be processed under the

2) By applying to this call for applications, the applicant and, if applicable, all persons
listed on the corresponding application:

a) Authorize CUFIE to collect and process contact information (first name, last name,
email address, and identification number (e.g., ID card or passport)) and academic
credentials for the purposes set forth in this call for applications and its governing
regulations.

b) Authorize CUFIE to process the data collected for the accreditation and recognition
of participation, the resolution of the call, and for conducting surveys and compiling
statistics with disaggregated data, for the purpose of preparing quality reports and
accrediting the results of the activity. The purpose of processing this personal data
is to resolve the aforementioned call for applications.

c) They expressly consent to the publication of their data in the corresponding
resolutions, on physical notice boards, on the UDC'’s electronic office, and on the
websites of CUFIE and OCV, in accordance with the provisions of the seventh
additional provision of the LOPD.

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3) All persons who have access to this data for the aforementioned purposes shall comply
with the duty of confidentiality established in Article 5 of the LOPD.

4) The data will be processed for the time necessary to fulfill the aforementioned
purposes, except with regard to the recognition of participation and the results of the
activity, which will be retained indefinitely.

5) The persons concerned will have the right to withdraw their consent at any time, without
retroactive effect, unless the processing of the data is justified on one of the other legal
grounds set forth in Article 6 of the RXPD regarding the processing of personal data.
In any case, persons concerned have the right to request from the data controller, at
any time, access to, rectification or erasure of their personal data, and restriction of
their processing. They also have the right to object to the processing, as well as to
request, except in cases of public interest and/or the exercise of public authority, the
portability of their data. Furthermore, they have the right not to be subject to automated
individual decision-making, including profiling. These rights may be exercised as
follows:

a) Preferably, by using the form for exercising personal data protection rights, which
can be accessed on the UDC’s website (https://sede.udc.gal) under the “Other
Procedures” section.

b) By submitting a request to the data controller (UDC; General Secretariat) at the
following mailing address: Rector's Office of the University of A Corufa, Rua da
Mestranza 9, 15001 A Corufia, or via email to rpd@udc.gal; The request may also
be submitted through the online registry of the UDC’s Electronic Portal or at the
UDC'’s in-person registries. The request must be signed and accompanied by a
copy of the applicant’s ID

c) By submitting a request to the Data Protection Officer at the same mailing address
indicated above, or via email to dpd@udc.gal; requests may also be submitted
through the online registry on the UDC’s electronic portal or at the UDC’s in-person
registries. The request must be signed and accompanied by a copy of the
applicant’s ID.

6) Likewise, persons concerned shall have the right to file a claim with Spanish Data
Protection Agency (AEPD).
Additional disposition 1. Authorization

The management of CUFIE is authorized to interpret and resolve any doubts that may
arise from the application of this call, and to issue the instructions that are necessary for
its effectiveness.

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Additional disposition 2. Prevalence

This version of the call for applications is a translation of the original document in Galician.
In the event of any discrepancy between the two documents, the original Galician text shall
prevail.

Final resolution. Effective date

This regulation shall come into force the day following its publication on the Official
Electronic Bulletin Board (TEO) of the UDC.
